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Route Information

Various circular routes may be taken from one of
two car parks located on Marsh Road.

Allow: 1-1.5 hours.

Surface: Smooth tarmac in compliance with DDA
guidelines.

Path Width: Minimum 85 cm for a short section.

Slopes: Steady gradients along the path but no
steep rises or falls.

Gates: Two gates with long handles and
clearance of 155cm and two Radar kissing gates,
1 metre clearance.

Distance: 3.5km / 2 miles

Parking: The car park adjacent to the bus stop
is surfaced with tarmac and has one disabled
parking bay. The car park at Marsh Tracks is
surfaced with large pieces of gravel.

Toilets: There are no toilets on site. The nearest
facilities are located at Marsh Tracks, when

the site is open, or alternatively Morrison’s
Supermarket on Marsh Road.

Bring waterproof clothing and wear appropriate footwear. In summer months wear sunscreen.
